What is FINELACT™ Poultry?

FINELACT" Poultry is a water soluble direct fed microbial
(DFM) product available from Quality Technology
International (QTI) Animal Health in the USA. FINELACT"
Poultry is indicated for broiler chickens and laying hens,
10 days of age or more, when stress causes an unfavorable
shift in the microflora population in the bird's Gl tract.

What does FINELACT" Poultry do?
FINELACT" Poultry is a quick acting microbial based product
which helps rebalance the microflora in the intestinal tract
for a healthier gut. It promotes the increase of beneficial
Lactobacilli which in turns promotes a healthy gut microflora
population.

What is the active ingredient in

FINELACT" Poultry?

FINELACT" Poultry contains a patented species of naturally
occurring Lactobacillus reuteri which was harvested from
the intestinal tract of a healthy broiler chicken. L. reuteriis
one of the predominant colonizing organisms in the Gl tract
of poultry. L. reuteriis host specific in that the bacteria
only effectively colonize species like the donor. L. reuteri
is @ GRAS organism in US.

What is the dose rate of FINELACT"™

Poultry?
The preferred dose is 14> 108 CFU of L. reuteri, or about
0.005 grams of FINELACT" Poultry per bird.

How is FINELACT" Poultry

Administered?

FINELACT" Poultry is administered through the drinking
water. 50 grams of FINELACT" Poultry should be dissolved
in enough water to be consumed by 10,000 birds within 2
to 3 hours. Water should contain no antibiotics and have 2
ppm or less of chlorine.
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When should FINELACT"™ Poultry be

administered?

Generally FINELACT" Poultry should be administered at

the first signs of a health problem, or any time birds aren't
eating, or are stressed. For example, in the case of necrotic
enteritis caused by Clostridia perfringens, it is recommended
that FINELACT" Poultry be given to the flock at the first
sign of outbreak. Other recommended times include:
vaccination, transportation, hot weather, or interruptions

in feeding. It is especially recommended when antibiotics
aren't available or can't be used.

How often should birds be dosed with

FINELACT" Poultry?

Typically birds need to be dosed one time with FINELACT"
Poultry. Infrequently, in very severe situations, a second

dose may be indicated within 3-5 days following the first

administration, if signs of an outbreak haven't abated.

How does FINELACT"™ Poultry work?
Because FINELACT" Poultry is a colonizing bacteria it
proliferates in the Gl tract of broiler chickens and laying
hens immediately after it is consumed. As the population
increases, a thin layer or pseudo membrane in the intestinal
tract of the bird around the villi forms. This helps to protect
the mucosa of the intestine. FINELACT" Poultry is an
anaerobic, lactic acid producing bacteria. As it grows, there
is increased production of lactic acid which creates an
environment antagonistic to undesirable bacteria like E.
coli, Salmonella, and Clostridia perfringens.

How is FINELACT"™ Poultry sold?
FINELACT" Poultry is sold in 50 gram foil sealed pouches.
Each 50 gram pouch will treat 10,000 birds. Product is
readily soluble and easily dissolves in normal tap water
that contains less than 2 ppm chlorine.

How should FINELACT" Poultry be

stored?

Product quality can be maintained for two months when
refrigerated (39° F or lower) and for longer periods when
stored frozen (-4° F or lower).

Can FINELACT" Poultry be used in

place of antibiotics?

FINELACT" Poultry is particularly recommended for those
situations where an antibiotic may not be allowed (such
as in egg production) or where use of an antibiotic is not
desired such as antibiotic-free poultry production.

Do you recommend the use of
FINELACT" Poultry with Calsporin
